_____ Know Your Rights—As a young person, what are your legal rights in school, in court and in the community?  Find out what you can do to protect those rights.

_____ Peace Around the World:  Introducing the Peace Corps—Peace Corps volunteers promote world peace, friendship and multicultural understanding while assisting people in other nations.  Is this form of service part of your future plans? Come sample the life!
SESSION FILLED Presenting . . . You!—How can you present yourself to others in interviews, meetings and social situations so that you make a strong, positive first impression?  Build self-confidence as you learn and practice behaviors that demonstrate respect and consideration for yourself and others.

_____ Stress Management—Feeling stressed?  This session will help you identify what things in your life are causing stress, and help you learn ways to handle or reduce the pressure.

_____ Theater Games— Learn and play games that actors use to help develop self-confidence and an understanding of how others act and feel. 

_____ Yoga 4 Youth—Learn Yoga techniques that can create a calmer, more focused state of mind, and help develop physical fitness as well.

Afternoon Workshops:  Select a first, second and third choice

SESSION FILLED Cooking and Eating Vegetarian—Learn how to prepare no-cook vegetarian treats.  Find out why people think eating vegetarian is good for you, and for the planet.

SESSION FILLED Creating a Hip Hop Performance--Create lyrics, perform and produce a rap/hip-hop song with a positive message.

_____ Drums No Guns—a potent mixture of drumming, dance, and drama.  Find your inner pulse and build group energy.
SESSION FILLED Generation T(ransformation)—Wear your beliefs.  Design and create positive messages for everyone to see on T-shirts, and on quilt squares.

_____ Keep the Peace:  Conflict Resolution--Build cooperation and communications skills.  RYPP youth trainers will lead games and activities that teach techniques to help settle conflicts nonviolently.

_____ Latino Culture/Latin Dance  Find out about Latin American culture, including capoeira, from member of the Latin Ballet of Virginia

_____ Make Theater Not War--Create a theatrical performance that looks at the conflict and fighting in Romeo and Juliet and compares it with what happens in our own communities today.

_____ Musical Voices, Words and Motion—Create poetry, music and dance that expresses your own view of your community and the world.

_____ Praise Dance--Create and perform a dance that sends out a positive message to the world.

SESSION FILLED Promoting Sexual Safety/Preventing Sexual Violence—Put an end to sexual abuse and assault.  Using discussions and role-playing, find out how to promote healthy, respectful relationships with others. (For both young women and men.)
